Message received from Alain Tardiff at Leaf River:

I hope this note will fine you all in a good shape, here in Quebec things are starting to get a bit better since our government announced that we are going to be ok with our caribou. The news is that every outfitter will have a quota from now on established by the amount of hunters we received in 2009 less 25 % of that number.  So that puts me in for approximately 200 hunters total, but now we are fitting for the season and they cut down our season to bring it from Sept 1 to Oct 1.  We had a meeting with the minister in charge and I am very confident that we will be allowed an extra 2 to 3 weeks in August.  It looks good for that part   we will know next week. Hope we can start working again in a positive reconstruction of the caribou hunting.  I definitely need your help.  Take care hoping to hear from you soon.  Alain

Colorado

Applications for 2011 drawings will be available in February and are due April 5th. OTC* licenses are on sale. OTC mountain lion licenses are available. 
Idaho

The application period for controlled hunts for moose, mountain goat and bighorn sheep is April 1-30. The application period for deer, elk, pronghorn and fall bear controlled hunts is May 1st - June 5th.  2011 general season permits for all big game, including mountain lion and black bear, are available OTC*. 
Maine 
www.maine.gov/ifw 
Applications are available now on line for the moose lottery and are due by mid May with the drawing scheduled for June 16.  
Montana 
http://fwp.mt.gov 
Applications for 2011 deer and elk combo licenses will be available in early January and due March 15th. Black bear and mountain lion licenses must now be purchased at a department office and cannot be used until five days after purchase.
New Mexico 
www.wildlife.state.nm.us 
2011 big game regulations are available online. The deadline for oryx and bear applications is February 2. Deadline for deer, elk, pronghorn, ibex, javelina and bighorn sheep is March 28th. Mountain lion permits are available OTC*.   
Oregon

Applications for controlled hunts are due May 15. General season tags are available OTC*.

Utah

General big game regulations will be available in May. Cougar permits are available OTC*.

Washington 
https://fishhunt.dfw.wa.gov  
The application period for deer, elk, mountain goat, moose and bighorn sheep will be late April through late May. 2011 general season tags are available OTC* for deer, elk, bear and cougar.
Wyoming

Applications for antelope and mule deer are due March 15th. General spring bear and cougar permits are available OTC*. 
If you have any questions regarding certain states or outfitters and the tag deadlines that affect them, please be sure and ask us for assistance.  If you have anyone looking to hunt antelope/mule deer in Wyoming or mule deer/elk in Montana in 2011, then tomorrow is the big day.  New Mexico and Colorado are fast approaching as well.
